A stalking horse is a figure that tests a concept with someone or mounts a challenge against someone on behalf of an
anonymous third party. If the idea proves viable or popular, the anonymous figure can then declare its interest and advance the
concept with little risk of failure. If the concept fails, the anonymous party will not be tainted by association with the failed concept
and can either drop the idea completely or bide its time and wait until a better moment for launching an attack.

In hunting, it refers to a horse, or a figure of a horse, behind which a hunter hides when stalking game.

The term stalking horse originally derived from the practice of hunting,[']

Hunters would therefore slowly approach their - quarry by walking alongside their
horses, keeping their upper bodies out of sight until the flock was within firing
range. Animals trained for this purpose were called stalking horses. Sometimes
mobile hides are used for a similar purpose.

Usage

The expression is generally used in politics and business. In politics, the circumstances are an attempt to bring down a powerful
leader, usually by members of their own party. In business, the circumstances are an attempt at testing the market for a
potential (hostile) takeover of a business. In each case, there is the clear understanding that the anonymous party, whether a
company or an individual, has a valuable reputation that could be damaged by the failure. The stalking horse is an exercise in

assessing accurately the degree of risk, so that a full-blooded challenge is only mounted by the main party when there is a real
likelihood of success.

The loser in the exercise appears to be the stalking horse. If the idea is viable or popular, the stalking horse person will be
sidelined and the anonymous figure will take over the concept themselves. If the concept proves unpopular, the stalking horse
will suffer any negative reaction. The understanding is that the anonymous party is a major player, perhaps only a little weaker
